Knowing my Salvation
1 John
A primary action in the heart of true believers is their love for their brothers and sisters in the Body of Christ (1 John 3:11-24).  

A believer's primary belief rests on what they believe about Jesus Christ (1 John 4:1-5:5) and that belief is rooted in love from God, from God to his Son and love for our brothers—this is perfected love.  The inner Spirit, who is from God, testifies that Jesus is the Christ and that I am a child of God (1 John 5:6-13).  

The sin issue is relationally important and the deity of Jesus Christ is central to my confidence that I am a child of God (1 John 5:14-21). 
The Greeks word translated “know” in these texts is from γινώσκο (25) (1 John 2:3), 
and means to know, come to understand, comprehend, recognize, perceive or see with our eyes and οἶδας (15) (1 John 5:20) and means to experience, to engage with, to know someone personally, to be persuaded within.  
John's point is that we know the salvation of God by the truth of God's word  and we know it by experience because God's gift is transforming us every day, in every relationship for our sanctification.  

(1 John 1:8-10)  What I do with my sin is an essential issue in knowing I am saved.  

(1 John 2:5-6)   I obey God, I obey God's Word and I serve him by obeying.  

(1 John 2:10-11)  Obeying God entails loving our brothers and sisters in the Lord.   

(1 John 3:7b-8a, 9-10)  Consistently doing what is right by God's standards is evidence of being a child of God.  

(1 John 3:24)  The presence of the Holy Spirit is critical/elementary to being a Christian.  

(1 John 4:2-3)  Maturing believers are not be deceived by spirits, they test them to know if they are of God and that rest on whether they attest that Jesus is the Christ.  

(1 John 4:15; 5:1)  Testifying that Jesus is the Christ is essential/basic to being a child of God.  (1 John 5:12-13) 

Knowing that I am a Christian involves three things: First, knowing and believing things that are true about God and Jesus Christ.   I believe certain things.  Second, evidence that is easily discerned regarding my inner responses to God, Jesus Christ and fellow believers.  Third, I am becoming a certain kind of person because of God's Holy Spirit.
