Matthew 1 - Preparation for the King’s arrival – Matthew 1:1-17 
A.
Patriarchs – Matthew 1:1-2 
Precept: It should strike us how much grace there is in this short list of famous sinners.  
B.
Foreigners – Matthew 1:3-5  
Precept: Certainly each of these women would have been unacceptable to the religious leaders in Israel but the fact remained that they were in the direct line of Christ.  In Christ we are all equal.  (Galatians 3:27-29)
C.
Kings – Matthew 1:6-11 
Precept: Out of man’s great sin comes God’s greatest grace.  The lineage of Jesus is a list of people who were truly forgiven.      
D.
Reformers – Matthew 1:12-15 
Precept: When we were born our parents gave us our names.  When we were born again God gave us a new name; we are now called “Christian”, Christ followers.  
E.
Parents – Matthew 1:16-17 
Precept: We learn here that man is sinful but God still uses and works through them.  There are no human conditions that can or should stand in our way to believing; our sin cannot block us from heaven, only our unbelief.  (2 Corinthians 8:9)

Miracle from Heaven - Incarnation – Matthew 1:18  
B.
Miracle on Earth - Saved Marriage – Matthew 1:19-21 .
C.
Miracle from the Past - Prophecy Fulfilled – Matthew 1:22-23    
D.
Miracle on going - Obedience – Matthew 1:24-25 
Precept: When Mary heard that she would be the mother of Jesus she sang the Magnificat written in Luke 1:46-55.  When Joseph heard that Mary was pregnant of the Holy Spirit and carrying the Christ child he believed and obeyed by marrying his espoused wife.   
Conclusion: The virgin birth matters and this is how God carried out his promise to David in 2 Samuel 7:16.  A new kind of king has been born and Matthew's gospel will help us understand what he and his kingdom will be like.
